Exchange pursuant to Rule 11.12 and Rule 11.13(a)(1) or cancelled, as appropriate, 
without routing away to another trading center except that the order will not remove 
liquidity from the BATS Book, other than as described below.  A BATS Post Only Order 
will execute against an order resting on the BATS Book if the value of price 
improvement associated with such execution equals or exceeds the sum of fees charged 
for such execution and the value of any rebate that would be provided if the order posted 
to the BATS Book and subsequently provided liquidity.

 

  A BATS Post Only Order will 
be subject to the price sliding process as set forth in paragraph (g) below unless a User 
has entered instructions not to use the price sliding process.

A BATS Post Only Order will execute against an order resting on the BATS 
Options Book if the value of price improvement associated with such execution equals or 
exceeds the sum of fees charged for such execution and the value of any rebate that 
would be provided if the order posted to the BATS Options Book and subsequently 
provided liquidity.
